About the crisis in India and Pakistan

Jean;

- Is deeply concerned by the recent hostilities between Pakistan and India and the threat of a nuclear war, following the rising tensions in Jammu and Kashmir, the Pakistani missile tests, India's massing of nearly one million troops at the border and the placing of an unprecedented number of anti-personnel mines alongside the borders by both countries in the past months

- Calls on Pakistan to unequivocally rule out any strike first option with nuclear arms, as India has done

- Calls on Pakistan and India to stop all war preparations and rhetoric, and to return to dialogue with its neighbour, to respect a demilitarised zone along the Line of Control, to take positive steps towards bilateral commerce, information inflows and people to people contacts and urgently calls on the two countries to accept mediation in order to come to a peaceful solution of the long lasting conflict    

- Welcomes the recent statements of the Pakistan leadership concerning the prevention of the incursion of Islamist militants into Indian territory and calls on the international community to support missions to verify actions undertaken

- Calls on the EU member states to stop all arms exports to India and Pakistan and calls on the Council to bring its weight to bear within the UN Security Council in order to obtain an immediate arms embargo against Pakistan and India 
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
